Your Excellency:

Tam deeply disturbed by reports of arbitrary detention in Tibet before
and in the wake of the recent visit to Tibet bv a senior governmental
delegation of the European Community. 1| am also deeply concerned about
the safety of the detained Tibetans. As well-documented by UN Secretary
General's Note on the "Situation in Tibet" (E/CN.4/1992/37), the United
Nations Special Rapporteurs and by a number of human rights
organisations such as Amnesty International, Asia Watch and the World
Organisation Against Torture, the Chinese authorities deal harshly with
Tibetans arrested for expressing and manifesting unsanctioned political
views.

The latest events in Lhasa, where large scale demonstrations have
taken place demonstrate the gravity of the tense situation in Tibet. Once
again the deep-rooted grievances, resentment and unhealed feelings of the
Tibetan people have surfaced. It is important that the international
community understands that this is a desperate call by the Tibetan people
for justice and international action.

Tam very concerned about the deteriorating situation in Tibet,
particularly the possibility of it leading to violent confrontation. I will
continue to counsel my people to refrain from the use of violence.

However, I feel that this will be effective especially if the international
community addresses the problem of Tibet with urgency and determination.
1, therefore, appeal to you for your personal intervention and that of your
government for the release of political prisoners in Tibet.
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T also take this opportunity to request your Government's active
support at the United Nations Commission on Human Rights in addressing
the systematic and gross violations of human rights in Tibet.

* Since the invasion of Tibet in 1949/50, the Tibetan people have been
continuously deprived of their inalienable right to self-determination. This
breach of a basic right of the Tibetan people has resulted in the violation of
other fundamental rights of the Tibetan people, among others, the right to
freedom of religion, expression and association, by arbitrary detention and
punishment without trial, by the destruction of their religious institutions
and cultural centres, by discrimination, and by the use of torture and
intimidation. The enclosed document will, I hope, provide a
comprehensive and accurate description of the situation in Tibet.

The United Nations Commission on Human Rights is the foremost
human rights body. It has so far failed to express concern about the
violations of human rights in Tibet and to take effective action. This is most
unfortunate and regrettable as the situation deserves and needs its urgent
attention. I, therefore, urge your Government to take an active lead in
raising the question of the gross and systematic violation of human rights in
Tibet at the 50th session of this august body.
