I write in my capacity as President of the World Jewish
Congress to invite you to address our world conference this
coming July, as a plenary speaker.

The conference is titled "My Brother's Keeper. Anti-

place in Brussels, Belgium, beginning Monday evening, July 6,
and ending Wednesday evening, July 8. The purpose of the
conference is to prepare world Jewry for the historic changes
taking place in the world today, changes which will determine
the course and shape of society generally and the fate of our
Jewish culture over the next 100 years. By addressing the
status of modern anti-Semitism we hope to better understand
itas relationship to other hatreds, namely ultra-naticnalism,
xenophobia, religious chauvinism and raciem, so that we may
combat them more effectively.

In addition to speeches by major diplomatic, political
and intellectual figures, the conference will also conduct
four workshops on the topics of Overt Anti-Semitism, Religion
and Tolerance, Nationalism and Xenophobia, and Anti-Semitism
at the U.N. The workshops will report their findings to the
World Jewish Congress. The WJC will take specific action
based on the workshop outcomes, including the development of
institutions and mechanisms to combat anti-Semitism and its
related hatreds. These institutions and mechanisms will also
support activities that promote pluralism and tolerance.

Elie Wiesel, Octavio Paz, Yevgeny Yevtushenko and various
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heads of state. We are inviting, among others, Eric
Breindel, A.M. Rosenthal, Martin Peretz, Norman Podhoretz,
Neal Kozodoy, Jean-Frangois Revel, Paul Johnson and Ruth
Wisse.

So that you may get a clearer picture of the
conference, I enclese my Charge to the Conference and a
summary agenda. I do hope you will be able to join us.

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Charge to the Brussels Conference

The purpose of the conference is to prepare world Jewry
for the historic changes taking place in the world today,
changes which will determine the course and shape of society,

and the fate of our Jewish culture, over the next 100 years.

In its most important features, the Twentieth Century is
essentially over. The twin totalitarian evils of fascism and
communism have been defeated. Brutal military dictatorships
from Argentina to the Philippines have been cast aside. The
experiment in democracy has been renewed. The history of
peoples and nations, frozen in place by the Cold War, flows

onward once more.

As citizens of the world, it is time for the Jewish
people to take account of where we stand in the return of
history. As a people 4,000 years old we are a living link to
the past and a vanguard for the future. We have a profound
and special link to the century now ending. It has seen our
darkest hour --the Holocaust -- and our brightest morning --
the statehocod of Israel, and the growth of a flourishing,

vibrant Jewish community in North America.
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What will be our role in shaping the history of the
century to come? Will we be "a light unto the nations" and
help lead the way to an era of world peace and religiousg and
ethnic pluralism? Or will the forces freed by the return of

history cause us to relive ancient sorrows?

We must determine é course of action. We cannot simpiy
watch in wonder at the changes taking place in the world
today. Even as we recognize that the opportunities for world
peace are great, we know the dangers are many.

Nationalism, religious assertiveness and ethnicity are
on the rise again. For good or ill we do not yet know. But
we do know what the different possible outcomes may be. We
know that while nationalism can be a peaceful and
constructive force for self-determination, it can alsoc be a

force for hatred and war.

We know that religion plays an important role in society
by teaching ethics and by bringing people closer together
collectively, by bringing them each closer to G-d
individually. But we also know that religion can be used to
teach and perpetuate the myths that foster animosity and

misunderstanding.



We know that ethnic pride can help preserve ancient
cultures in a rapidly changing modern world and help us to
appreciate the diversity of the societies we live in. But we
also know that instead of pluralism, it can lead to narrow,
exclusionary ethnocentricism and from ethnocentricism to

xenophobia and racism.

Hatred and fear threaten to wreck the hopes we dare to
hold today, and summon instead an era of yet more bigotry,
more bitterness and more bloodshed. Unless we actively direct
the forces of nationalism, religion and ethnicity toward
building a pluralistic society in which all are welcome and

honored.

As history's eternal witness and a moral conscience of
human society, the Jewish people should lead the world into
an era of tolerance and civility, peace and pluralism.
Indeed, it is our obligation. But we must confront the

darker possibilities first.

Anti-semitism is the bellwether. For thousands of years
its presence has indicated the kind of society we are. Not
for Jews alone, but for all people. By gauging the status of
anti-Semitism in the world we can measure the health of the

nations of the world.

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Whether it is Third World nations giving aid to Arab
terrorists, or neo-nazism in Germany and France; whether it
is the re-emergence of the Russian Orthodox Church in the
political life of the former Soviet Union, or the rise of
racial tensions in the United States, the world must pay

close attention, and no one more than we.

This observation is no less true in South America or

Asia than on the European Continent or in the Middle East.

Whether it is national reconciliation of the civil war
in El Salvador or political oppression of Bhuddists in Tibet,

we Jews have a stake in the outcome.,

Where there is anti-Semitism, civil, tolerant and
pluralistic society is threatened. And wherever there is
bigotry and fear antiLSemitism can be found. As we face the
next century, the health of world Jewry is vitally important

to understanding these issues.

If anti~Semitism refuses to die, we must renew the

battle against it.

1If pluralism is necessary for our Jewish culture, and
the cultures of others, to flourish world wide, we must
determine how best to aid the pluralistic trends in the world

today.

If organized religion is to play a beneficial role in
shaping our future society, we mﬁst determine how to promote
religion as a force for good and preventrits use for evil

purposes.

If we are to be a light unto the nations, we must
determine what world Jewry can do through its organizations

on a daily basis to kindle and spread that light.

We have much to offer the world as it tries to shape its
future. Our traditions of learning, of compassion, of Gemilat
Hasadim, of balancing pride in our own culture with respect
for the culture of others -- these can be the cornerstones of
understanding as a new society is built in the next century.

We begin that work today.
