Dear President Clinton and President Yeltsing

The Central Board of the All-Russia Society of the Disabled
(ARSD) and the World Institute on Disability (WID)
collaborated on a training and technical assistance workshop
in Moscow April 19 through 29 entitled: "The problems of
disabled people in Russia: Tasks of the ARSD under Modern
Conditions®.

The ARSD, established in August 1988, is a private voluntary
arganization of disabled people. The ARSD has 1.3 million
members and nearly 2.500 branch offices all over Russia. The
organization controls over 1.300 businesses which employ
approximalety 40.000 people, 16.000 of whom are people with
disabilities. However, because of the economic recession, the
financial state of the ARSD and its businesses has
dramatically worsened.

The World Institute on Disability, based in Oakland
Californiay, was founded in 1982 by leaders of the American
disability rights movement. It is a non-profit, public policy,
research, training, and development organization that is
focused on the major problems facing disabled people in
America and across the globe. In December 1992, WID, under the

auspices of World Learning, Inc., was awarded a two year grant
from the United States Agency on International Development
(USAID). The grant will erve to strengthen the leadership of

the ARSD and to suppert their efforts to fully integrate
disabled people into economic, social, and cultural life of
Russia.

The workshop in Moscow represented a collaborative effort
between ARSD and WID. Fifty disabled leaders from all across
Russia and five representatives +rom WID focused on the
problems of disabled people in Russia and worked toward
finding solutions.
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The ARSD identified five prioties. The first priority, it was
agreed, is to strengthen existing businesses run by disabled
people and to create new businesses. Toward this end, WID and
the ARSD are now involved with the following activities:

— gollection of information about ARSD" = existing
business needs and the development of business plans;

~ contact with private businesses in order to support the
development of ARSD’s economic activities;

- discussion of the creation of an investment fund for
supporting the development of existing and emerging disabled
businesses.

ARSD is seeking financial backing from public and private
souwrces worldwide and would like to idsentify all potential
sources of economic development funds currently being made
available to Russia. The objective is employment of disable
people throughout Russia.

This meeting of Russian and American disabled leaders is a
great example of cooperation between Russians and Americans
during a time of political change. We are absolutely convineed
that the way to build trust and relations betwsen our two
count ies is “from heart to heart”.It is certainly our hope
that the work we are doing will be in keeping with the
policies of both countries and that our efforts will serve to
strengthen the ties between the two countries.

We hope that you will be interested and supportive of our
collaboration, and we would very much appreciate a meeting
with you at your carliest convenience to discuss this work and
our needs.
